In 2023, with the community’s help, we provided 

school-requested supplies to 122 local area students…an increase of 30 stu-

dents over the previous year.  These students ranged from preschool-age to 

high school seniors.   

As anyone with school-age children knows the list of needed supplies       

provided by a child’s school can be extensive.  This is an added expense for 

families already struggling to make ends meet. To assist with this yearly    

expense Outreach House provides backpacks for students in our registered 

households.  Selecting from our shelves the student or a parent can then fill 

the selected backpack with items required by the student’s particular 

school.
